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 THE CCDI ANNUAL BURSARY AWARD

2010 - 2011
Concept  

· The CCDI Bursary has been created to honour an individual who has worked within the Disabilities Services area, and has contributed in a significant way to CCDI and/or Disability Services at their college.
· The bursary will be awarded to a student who is attending the nominee’s college and is registered with their Disability Services.
· This one-time award, valued at $500.00, is provided by the CCDI.  It does not become a renewable award to the receiving college.  While It is hoped that the legacy continue at the receiving institution, it is up to each institution to decide.
· It is the intent that this award be presented annually, however, if names are not brought forward, the funds will be carried over into subsequent years.  When this happens, it may be possible to award more than one bursary in a given year.
· The Bursary would be established at the college where the significant work had been accomplished in the name of the individual being honoured.  It would be administered by the local college’s internal processes and procedures following the criteria listed below:

Nomination and Selection Process

· Nominations are to include a brief outline of the major accomplishments/contributions that the individual has made to Disability Services and a rationale for support.
· In order to be eligible, the nominee must be retired or in the process of retiring, meaning they are no longer (or will be no longer) formally employed in the college system.  The college may also nominate someone posthumously.
· One nomination per college is to be submitted to the CCDI College Representative no later than March 4, 2011.  One nomination must be submitted to the CCDI Regional Representative by March 9,  2011.
· Regional Representatives will select and submit one nomination per region and forward to the CCDI executive by March 14, 2011.  The CCDI Executive will determine final selection on March 16, 2011.
Eligibility of the Student Recipient

· The student receiving the bursary must have a disability recognized under the Ontario Human Rights Code, and has submitted documentation regarding their disability to the Disability Services area at their college.
· The student must be able to demonstrate a financial need, to be determined by the individual college awarding the bursary.
