1. PURPOSE

To grant an annual award from the College Committee on Disability Issues to an individual who has made an outstanding contribution to students with disabilities and/or the field of disability services in the Ontario Community College system.

ELIGIBILITY
· An individual who has made an outstanding contribution and/or has provided leadership to the field of Disability Issues at the post-secondary level;
· The individual may be a college student, an external candidate who is not employed by a college, or an internal candidate who is employed by the college and not currently working in or for Disability Services’
· Nominators must work within the Disability Services area.

SELECTION CRITERIA
The following selection criteria are used to evaluate the nominees. An outstanding contribution to students and/or the special needs field should meet one or more of the following criteria:

· Leadership: At the local, regional or provincial level, has achieved outstanding results.

· Advocacy: The contribution will have had an impact on the awareness of others regarding the importance of services to students with disabilities within the college system.

· Collegiality: Willingness to mentor/support students and/or colleagues in the special needs field.

· Dedication: Recognition of a strong sense of dedication to the fundamental principles of fostering services to support students with disabilities and the teaching/learning process as it related to special needs.

· Quality/Excellence: The contribution has improved << quality >> in some aspects of services to students with disabilities.

 NOMINATION PROCEDURE
· One nomination per college is to be submitted to the CCDI College Representative no later than March 4, 2011.  One nomination must be submitted to the CCDI Regional Representative by March 9, 2011.

· Regional Representatives will select and submit one nomination per region and forward to the CCDI executive by March 14, 2011.  The CCDI Executive will determine final selection on March 16, 2011.

PRESENTATION 
· All nominees will receive a letter of recognition from the CCDI Chair at the AGM in May 2011.
· The award recipient will receive a plaque to keep as a personal memento.

· The CCDI Chair will forward notification of the award to the President of the recipient’s college.
